BACHELOR AT LEUPHANA COLLEGE

COURSE CONTENTS

At Leuphana College, you combine specialist knowledge with solutions- 
oriented thinking and responsible action. The Leuphana Semester and 
Complementary Studies provide the framework for addressing socially- 
relevant topics beyond your chosen major/minor combination. These 
are a fixed part of the Bachelor programme at College and give you the 
freedom to get a taste for different areas of knowledge and develop 
viable solutions for the challenges of the future together with other 
students at Leuphana College. 

In the Psychology major, you gain broadly-based knowledge of the 
principles of Psychology. These include general psychology, biological 
psychology, personality psychology, developmental psychology and 
social psychology. At the same time, you learn about the methods of 
psychological research and study psychological diagnostics and its 
application, as well as test theory and data analysis. 

In the minor, you apply your knowledge of these principles to practical 
problems and issues. In the Psychology and Society minor, you look at 
aspects of work-, organisational- and economic psychology, educational 
psychology, and health psychology. In the Business Psychology minor, 
in contrast, you focus on psychological aspects which are of relevance 
to the fields of commerce and industry in particular.
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PROSPECTS

In the Psychology major, you develop a knowledge and expertise profile 
which is oriented to key principles and research and which is sought 
after in many different fields. 

EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITIES
The Bachelor with Psychology major is both practically and socially 
oriented, which means you do not gain the necessary requirements for 
further study as a Psychologist or Psychotherapist. As a specialisation 
in the subject of Clinical Psychology is not available at Leuphana  
College, you are only qualified to work in non-clinical fields:

MASTERS PROGRAMMES
With the Bachelor degree in Psychology, you also qualify to study on 
Masters programmes at universities in Germany or abroad as long as 
these do not require advanced knowledge of clinical psychology as a 
basic condition. The contents of the Bachelor with the Psychology  
major generally fulfill the admission requirements for consecutive 
Masters programmes which exclusively require knowledge of the 
basic areas of psychology and expertise in psychological research and 
diagnostics.
